	National Curriculum
· KS2 - the Roman Empire and its impact on Britain.  This could include:  Julius Caesar’s attempted invasion in 55-54 BC,  the Roman Empire by AD 42 and the power of its army successful invasion by Claudius and conquest, including Hadrian’s Wall,  British resistance, for example, Boudicca,  ‘Romanisation’ of Britain: sites such as Caerwent and the impact of technology, culture and beliefs, including early Christianity

· Pupils should continue to develop a chronologically secure knowledge and understanding of British, local and world history, establishing clear narratives within and across the periods they study. 

· They should note connections, contrasts and trends over time and develop the appropriate use of historical terms.

· They should construct informed responses that involve thoughtful selection and organisation of relevant historical information.
