Write a fact file about amphibians:
blood, offspring, diet, animals from that group, features of amphibians.
	Use knowledge of animal groups to sort and compare a range of animals.
	Sorting and using materials Wood, Wool, Soft things, Metal, Plastic, Waterproof, Glass
	To invest objects in school made from:
metal, wood, glass, rock, fabric, plastic, paper and card.
	To know that materials have different properties.
To investigate, sort objects and list different properties of materials.
	To know what waterproof, absorb and resist mean in terms of waterproofing.
To investigate a selection of  materials to test if they are waterproof.
	To know what transparent and opaque means.

	Scaffolding
	Less choice of animals to sort
	Complete stem sentences.
	Use features of the animals to support sorting.
	Real objects to list
	Reinforce the material prior to investigation.
	To have a smaller group to discuss and pre teach vocabulary.
	Pre teach the vocab.
	Pre teach with objects.
	Less materials to investigate for each object.

	Challenge
	More animals to sort.
	Write about the features of an amphibian.
	Write a sentence to describe features of the different animal groups.
	Think of their own objects
	List many objects made from each material independently.
	To encourage the use of alternative vocabulary to describe the material. ie hard, rigid, inflexible.
	Use vocab when discussing and explaining what they observe.
	Simple explanation of what transparent and opaque mean.
	Explain why a material is suitable using properties.
